Moratorium on Mixed Marriages and subsequent legislation. 
 
Additionally, a notice to those non-Indigenous persons not 
eligible to reside in Kahnawà:ke has also been published. 
 
Both notices have been published in the form of open letters. 
The letters appear in a full-page ad in today’s Iorì:wase. The 
same letters are scheduled to appear in next week’s Eastern 
Door. Following that, the letters will be placed in the local 
mailboxes.
