Without the direct involvement of our
ancestors, the society in this region — and perhaps all of Canada — may have turned out far
different than what it is today.”

The event will be open to the public.

“We have an obligation to remember and honor our past,” concluded Chief McComber. “The
Kahnawa:ke Legion is a strong advocate of ensuring that our military efforts are properly
recognized. We’re confident that this event is in the right hands.”
