(Kahnawake – 16, Ohiarí:ha/June 2021) The Office of the Electoral Officer is asking community 
members wishing to vote in the 2021 Mohawk Council of Kahnawà:ke (MCK) election, and are mobility 
disadvantaged, to please register for the Special Poll being held at the Golden Age Club on Saturday, 
June 26th, from 10am to 12 noon.  
 
Special accommodations are being made, as accessibility is limited for the venue on Election Day. As the 
community is aware, the regular poll will take place at the Sports Complex. 
 
“As a result of the COVID-19 safety measures in place, the Kahnawà:ke Sports Complex has limited 
access possibilities,” said Electoral Officer Angus Montour. “Numerous stairwells may make it difficult 
for those with mobility issues to maneuver to the voting area. Therefore, taking part in the Special Poll 
may be the best way to cast your vote.”
