“The entire day will be spent discussing
issues that impact Indigenous police, their boards and communities.

The dinner will be hosted by the Kahnawa:ke Peacekeepers and
will feature speakers offering their recollections of policing in
Kahnawa:ke.

“Policing in Kahnawa:ke has a long history, and I’'m proud to be part
of it,” said letsénhaienhs Gina Deer, who holds the Policing
Portfolio for the MCK.
