(Kahnawake — 17, Seskéha / August 2015) Tewatohnhi’'saktha and the Mohawk
Council of Kahnawa:ke are pleased to announce that two additional sessions of the
Career Building Skills (CBS) program will be offered, starting in September 2015.

The majority of the funding for the program, totalling $19,350, will be provided by the
Mohawk Council of Kahnawa:ke’s Social Development Unit (SDU), through their
Enhanced Service Delivery program. The funding will cover the costs for consultants,
travel, an assistant coordinator and a French language component. Tewatohnhi'saktha
will resume the coordination of the program and assume the related costs. Interested
community members can contact the program’s coordinator, Kara Paul, to register. The
application deadline is 4:00 p.m. on Wednesday September 9, 2015.
