Backgrounder: Kahnawa:ke Christmas Basket Committee

The Kahnawa:ke Christmas Basket Committee has been in existence since the 1930’s.
Its function is to collect non-perishable food items, monies for food vouchers and new
toys for distribution to disadvantaged Kahnawa:ke families.

Last year approximately 135 families discreetly received “Christmas Baskets.” This
number is far less than the nearly 500 families who received assistance in the early
1990’s, but the service remains an important part of the community fabric.

The current committee members are Peggy Mayo (who has been an active member
since 1978), Nancy Goodleaf (1988) and Hilda Hannett (early 1980’s). All are volunteers.
