The Governance Project is an initiative that was created to review and
strengthen the effectiveness and accountability of the elected Council
of Chiefs. It focuses on the current policies, regulations, legislation,
and other governance documents. The main goal is to provide new
and enhanced systems and structures for the functioning of the
Council of Chiefs and to assist in rebuilding relations between the
leadership of the MCK and community members that ensure
accountable, sound, and responsible government.

The Report contains information gathered from engagement sessions
that took place from December 2019 to this past September. These
included family group, workgroup, and public information sessions,
along with individual conversations.

The Report has been presented to the Council of Chiefs and is
available to the public.
