
 

 

 

 

Suspect arrested in connection to threats made to 
KMHC faces multiple charges

(Kahnawake – 9, Tsothóhrha/December 2024) The Kahnawake Peacekeepers wish to issue 
the following update regarding the suspect arrested in connection with threats made to the 
Kateri Memorial Hospital Centre (KMHC). 
 
Joseph So:se Montour, born July 22, 1995, has appeared before a judge and been formally 
charged with the following offences: 
 

• Two counts of uttering a threat to cause death or bodily harm 
• Intimidation 
• Intimidation impeding health services 
• Assaulting a police officer 

 
Additionally, Mr. Montour faces another charge of uttering a threat to cause death or bodily 
harm related to threats made to the Kateri Memorial Hospital Centre on November 19, 2024. 
 
The Kahnawake Peacekeepers are committed to ensuring the safety and well-being of the 
community.
