*Important Information: It is recommended that anyone under the
age of 29 should receive the Pfizer vaccine as a booster/3rd dose, no

matter which vaccine they received as their first or second dose, to
reduce the risk of myocarditis and pericarditis.

With the number of confirmed COVID-19 variant (Delta and Omicron)
cases on the rise around the world, it is recommended to get your
booster or 3rd dose to enhance vaccine efficacy.
